Day 1 Arrival at Cairo

On your way to visit the Step Pyramid of King Djoser in Saqqara, you will see

some of the impressive artifacts like the Colossus of Ramses II and the Alabaster

Sphinx of Memphis. This indeed is an impressive monument, housing some

grand tombs of the nobles, with the magnificent one facing the Pyramid of King

Teti of the 6th dynasty. You will also get to visit some impressive scenes of

ancient Egyptian art in the tomb of Kagemni.

After viewing the Pyramids of Giza, you will return to your hotel for the night.

The Valley of the Kings, used for the burial of kings from the 17th to the 20th

dynasty by ancient Egyptians, is a worth-visiting location. Major tombs and

graveyards dug into mountain rock present a big scene in the cemetery that

cannot be visualized again and again.

Wind up the day with a nice lunch at a local restaurant. After lunch, you will

proceed to see the East Bank of Luxor, which spells charm all over the city.

Proceed to visit two of the most famous temples in Egypt—the Temple of Karnak
