The second biggest statues in Egypt after those of Abu Simbel in Aswan and

they are representing the King Amenhotep III in a seated position with his wife

Tiye and his mother Mutemwiya standing beside his legs. Memnon Colossi name

came from a Greek Myth you will know it from your guide. Enjoy your Lunch at a

local restaurant. End your Luxor day tours with Karnak is the safe of secrets of

ancient Egyptian civilization, all the Pharaohs added something to Karnak.

Actually, Karnak Temple is the best school where you can learn about education

in ancient Egypt, architecture, and sculpture.
