This most sacred

site, dedicated to the goddess Isis, displays the best work of the Greco-Roman

period.

The Unfinished Obelisk is a red granite monument to the all-powerful god Amun

Ra that you might also want to see. After checking in at your five-star Nile river

2 Heading to Kom Ombo and Edfu

The Grandeur Colossi of Memnon, two statues guarding King Amenhotep Ill on

the desert's edge, will continue the magnificence theme. Having lunch aboard
the ship, enjoy a comfortable afternoon before a lovely dinner and a peaceful

night's sleep aboard the ship in the calm environs of the Nile River.

4 Visit the East Bank of Luxor + Final departure

After breakfast and checkout, your Egypt holiday package will head to the East

Bank of Luxor. You will visit the Karnak Temple, its massive court, and the

excellent Hypostyle halls, etc. Then, you will head to the Temple of Luxor, which

was partly built during the era of the Twelfth Dynasty and later finished by

Ramses II.

You will be taken to Luxor Airport after your magnificent and enchanted Egypt
trip to catch your flight back to Aswan and another flight to Cairo for your
