stands, the Djoser Pyramid. Later, return to the hotel.

Church. Then, return to your hotel.

Day 7 Nile Cruise— Edfu and Kom Ombo Temples

Day 8 Nile Cruise – Aswan Excursions

one, and later to the beautiful temple of Philae, built in reverence to the

goddesses Isis and Hathor. Dinner and an overnight stay are on board the Nile

cruise.

Day 9 Optional excursion to Abu Simbel

Start the day by having breakfast on the Nile cruise, then check in at your hotel

for an overnight stay. You can make an optional visit to Abu Simbel Temples; it

will take you about 3.5 hours. 

You will be driven in a private, air-conditioned car from Aswan to Abu Simbel.

You will go to the temples of Ramses II upon arrival in Abu Simbel; one of these

temples is dedicated to four world gods: Ptah, Reharakhetty, Amun Rey, and
